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This is an outdoor event and although we can provide some shelter suitable clothing to suit the weather conditions will be required.

We would recommend footwear that offers complete coverage of the feet, sandals and flip flops are not suitable, trainers, shoes or hiking boots are suitable. If conditions are wet we would recommend wellies.

Please remember to use adequate sun protection and provide your child with suitable sunscreen. 
Consider providing your child with suitable headwear for the conditions.

If your child is susceptible to insects then apply insect repellent before the event.

Unfortunately we have no toilet facilities on site, but we will have a designated area for calls of nature.
We will supply directions to the venue once you have registered.

On the day we will meet you in the car park and then take you and your child (children) to the venue. This is approximately a five minute walk across fields. You may stay with your child for the event if you wish. 

The event starts at 10.00am and the event site is behind a locked gate. The gate will be open from 9.15am to receive participants. We will lock the gate from 10.30am until 2pm when it will be reopened to allow you back on to site to collect your child.

In the event of an emergency we will provide a contact number and someone will be able to meet you at the gate. Please allow 10mins for the person to get from the venue to the gate. 

We will be providing a simple lunch of sandwiches, crisps and fresh fruit. If your child would prefer their own food then please make sure that any lunchboxes are clearly marked with the child’s name.
We will have plenty of bottled water and drinks available, again if you would prefer to provide your child with drinks and they are in non-disposable containers please ensure they are clearly marked with the child’s name.

Although we will be supplying all the equipment for the day, if your child already has their own tackle and would prefer to use this they can bring it with them. 
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
